
 
Natural Remedies Applied in Organic Animal Husbandry 

 

 

This course is targeted at those learners who wish to learn more on organic farming. Either emerging organic 
farmers who would like to further enhance their existing skills or individuals who are passionate about 
organic produce and would like to find a related job. Eligible individuals would be persons who completed 
compulsory schooling up to 64 years of age, who know how to communicate in Maltese or English. 

This course is of 15 hours duration and consists of one Module. 

The delivery of this course will be mainly held through a series of presentations, discussions, case 
studies, visits and hands-on training. 
 

The learner will be assessed through an ongoing assessment in the form of discussion, oral questions, 
multiple choice questions, assignments and/or case studies depending on the learners’ ability. The ongoing 
assessment does not carry any marking but rates the performance of the learner in class.
